In a secret and controversial deal brokered
with Heinrich Himmler, the family turned over their vast holdings in exchange for their safe passage
to Portugal. Aladár survived Dachau, a fragile and anxious version of himself. After nearly two years
without contact, he located Hanna and wrote her a letter that warned that he was not the man she’d
last seen, but he was still in love with her.
