In the course of the novel, the reader is introduced to the characters that play a role in her life,
as well as the relationships she has with them. Interestingly, she never gives away the names of
male persons like her step-father or husband, but calls them He or Pa or Mr . The names of males
that are younger than her are mentioned. Celie is exposed to undergoing a major change in her
personality and situation, that in the end lead to her financial, emotional and spiritual independence
and freedom.
